The program of the discipline
1. Description of the discipline, its purpose, subject of study and learning outcomes
1.1. The purpose of the discipline is to form students' abilities:
· ability to communicate in writing and orally in Ukrainian (professional direction);
· use the results of independent search, analysis and synthesis of information from various sources to effectively solve specialized problems of professional activity to work with professional texts;
· critically comprehend the basic theories, principles, methods and concepts in training and professional activity;
· act on the basis of the legislative and regulatory framework of Ukraine and the requirements of relevant standards, including international ones in the field of information and / or cybersecurity;
· to realize the values of civil (free democratic) society and the need for its sustainable development, the rule of law, human and civil rights and freedoms in Ukraine.
1.2. The main tasks of the discipline. 
After mastering the discipline, students must demonstrate the following programmatic learning outcomes:
· Freely communicate on professional issues, including oral, written and electronic communication, in Ukrainian (adhere to the  norms of  the culture of oral and written speech;  use a variety  of verbal  and non-verbal means of influencing the interlocutor during professional communication).  
· Apply knowledge of  the  state language in order to ensure the  effectiveness of  professional communication (identify and prevent various forms of  violations of academic integrity).
· Know the norms of the literary language and be able to apply them in practice (adjust professional texts in accordance with the norms of the Ukrainian language and the norms of the New Spelling). 
· Master the skills of oral and written professional communication in the state language (fluent in the language means of  scientific and official no-business styles;  work with professional texts using dictionaries of  various types). 
· Collect, analyze, systematize and interpret the  facts of speech  and speech and use them to solve complex problems and  problems in specialized areas of  professional activity    and / or   training (use sources of  scientific information  and methods of information search).

Independent work of the student involves the preparation of the applicant for education for classroom classes and credit.

Attending classes
Attendance at lectures is free, points for attending lectures are not added. Only for attending practical classes, students do not receive points: the student's rating is formed by active participation in practical classes and preparedness for them, as well as the implementation of tasks provided by the SRS. Skipping a practical lesson does not allow the student to get points in the semester rating, but each student has the right to work out classes missed only for a good reason (sick leave, official permission of the dean's office) due to independent work during consultations provided for by the teacher's workload. 
The student receives incentive points for participation in international, all-Ukrainian and / or other events and / or competitions (on the subject of the discipline) or / and writing abstracts or designing creative work as scientific work for participation in the competition of student research papers. The weight score is 10.

Procedure for appealing the results of control measures
Students have the opportunity to raise any issue that relates to the control procedure and expect it to be addressed in accordance with predetermined procedures.
 
8. Types of control and rating system for evaluating learning outcomes (RSO) The rating of a student in an academic discipline consists of points that he receives for:
· for active participation in 8 practical classes (9 practical – rating increase);
· performance of 3 express controls (at lectures);
· implementation of the MKR Criteria for calculating points.
8.1. Work in practical classes.
The weight score is 5, the maximum number of points in practical classes is 8x5=40 points.
Evaluation criteria:
 "excellent" – 5 points – error-free execution of a practical task or a complete and thorough answer to a theoretical question in accordance with the content of the task or question;   "good" – 4 points – performing a practical task with minor errors (up to 3) or a sufficiently complete answer to a theoretical question with minor errors;
 "satisfactory" – 3 points – performing a practical task with significant errors or not quite the correct answer to a theoretical question; 
  "unsatisfactory" – 0-2 points – lack of completed practical task or its unsatisfactory implementation; an uncovered theoretical question, an unsatisfactory answer with significant errors (less than 60% of the theoretical material is correct or relevant), or a lack of answer.  
8.2. Express control work.
The weight score is 8, the maximum number of points for 3 express control points is 3x8=24 points.  
Evaluation criteria:
 "excellent" – 7 – 8 points – error-free implementation of practical tasks and a complete and thorough answer to a theoretical question in accordance with the content of the task or question;   "good" – 6 points – performing practical tasks with minor errors and a sufficiently complete answer to a theoretical question with minor errors;
 "satisfactory" – 5 points – performing practical tasks with a large number of errors and not quite correct answer to a theoretical question; 
  "unsatisfactory" – 0 points – lack of completed practical tasks or its unsatisfactory implementation (more than 60% of tasks were performed incorrectly); an uncovered theoretical question, an unsatisfactory answer with significant errors (more than 60% of the theoretical material is incorrect or inconsistent with the content of the question) or lack of an answer.  
8.3. Modular control work.
 Weight score – 36 (weight score of each task – 9) Criteria for evaluating each question/task:
"excellent" – 8-9 points – an unmistakable answer / performance of a practical task in accordance with the content;
  "good" – 7 points – answer with comments / performance of a practical task with a small number of errors or some errors;
 "satisfactory" – 5-6 points – incomplete answer / performance of a practical task with a significant number of errors or errors; 
   "unsatisfactory" – 0 points – lack of answer / completed practical task or its unsatisfactory implementation (less than 60% of correctly completed tasks).  
 
Evaluation criteria (general): 
 "excellent" – 32-36 points – error-free execution of a practical task in accordance with the content of the task;
  "good" – 27-31 points – completing a practical task with a small number of errors or some errors;
 "satisfactory" – 21-26 points – performing a practical task with a significant number of errors or errors; 
   "unsatisfactory" – 0 points – lack of completed practical task or its unsatisfactory implementation (less than 60% of correctly completed tasks).  
 
The condition for a positive first calendar control is to receive at least 14 points, the second calendar control – to receive at least 25 points.
 
To get the test "automatic" you need to have a rating of at least 60 points. Students who have a rating of less than 60 points at the end of the semester, as well as those who want to increase their grade, perform a test paper. This rating is final. In the case of writing a test paper for an assessment lower than that received by the "automatic", the previous rating in the discipline is canceled and the sum of points for the test work ("hard" RSO is entered into the credit sheet.
The test paper is estimated at 100 points maximum. The test paper consists of two theoretical questions from different sections of the work program and one practical task.
Each theoretical question is estimated at 35 points according to the assessment system:
"excellent" – 31-35 points – a complete answer (at least 90% of the necessary information);
"good" – 25-30 points – a fairly complete answer (at least 75% of the necessary information, or minor inaccuracies);
"satisfactory" - 20-24 points - incomplete answer (at least 60% of the necessary information and some errors);
 "unsatisfactory" – 0 points – unsatisfactory answer.
The practical task is estimated from 30 points in accordance with the assessment system:
"excellent" – 25-30 points – complete error-free solution of the problem;
"good" - 20-24 points - complete solution of the problem with minor inaccuracies;
"satisfactory" – 15-19 points – the task was completed with certain shortcomings;
"unsatisfactory" – 0 points – the task was completed with many shortcomings or not completed.
