	The program of the discipline


1. Description of the discipline, its purpose, subject of study and learning outcomes
The discipline "Ukraine in the context of the historical development of Europe" organically complements the normative educational components of the cycle of general training of the first (bachelor's) level of higher education at the KPI. Igor Sikorsky and contributes to the formation of students' scientific worldview and increase the level of general erudition. 
Mastering this discipline helps in: 
· education of young people in the spirit of patriotism, the formation of harmoniously developed and
independent in their own judgments and actions of the individual; 
· the formation of a citizen – a person who directs efforts to build an open civil society; 
· the most complete disclosure of the student's abilities and ensuring the priority of universal human values during education and the formation of a graduate specialist. To ensure this goal, the connection of technical sciences and specific developments with the general culture of mankind is demonstrated in the academic discipline. A technical specialist should have a wide range of both general scientific and specific humanitarian knowledge. The humanitarization of education is an important component of the general humanization of society, the adaptation of the education system to the latest demands of the technosphere; 
· acquisition of knowledge about the historical role of Ukraine in the European space.
The subject of study of the discipline "Ukraine in the context of the historical development of Europe" is the development of human society within the geographically and historically defined regions "Europe" and "Ukraine", in historical and cultural parallels of its existence in different historical periods.  
Ukraine's place in the European space is determined, and the history of Ukraine appears in the socio-economic, political and cultural dimensions in the context of the European tradition. The special importance of the system of knowledge about the historical past of Ukraine and its culture as a strategic resource in the modern information society in the context of strengthening the processes of globalization is emphasized. 
The study and teaching of the discipline "Ukraine in the context of the historical development of Europe" is considered as an organic part of the formation of a specialist, the possession of which allows to realize important aspects of professional activity – to master the models of tolerant behavior and strategies of constructive activity in the conditions of cultural, linguistic, religious and other differences between peoples, the diversity of the world and human civilization. 
The purpose of the discipline is to form students' scientific worldview on the basis of historical facts and documents, a comprehensive vision of the historical process on the territory of Ukraine as a component of the European space, to study, summarize and systematize knowledge about the main modern transformations in Europe with the definition of Ukraine's role and place in them. 
In accordance with the educational and professional programs (OPP) of the first "bachelor's" level of higher education, after studying the discipline, students must acquire the following competencies:
· the ability to realize their rights and obligations as a member of society, to realize the values of civil (free democratic) society and the need for its sustainable development, the rule of law, human and citizen rights and freedoms of Ukraine; 
· the ability to preserve and increase moral, cultural, scientific values and achievements of society based on an understanding of the history and patterns of development of the subject area, its place in the general system of knowledge about nature and society and in the development of society, technology and technology. 
		 According to the order of the rector of KPI them. Igor Sikorsky OPP first 
"bachelor's" level of higher education as a result of mastering the discipline, students must demonstrate learning outcomes in accordance with the matrix of providing programmatic learning outcomes with meaningful components of the educational program. 
 
2. Prerequisites and post-requisites of the discipline (place in the structural and logical scheme of training according to the relevant educational program) 
In the structural and logical schemes of educational and professional training programs for a specialist of the first (bachelor's) level of higher education, the discipline "Ukraine in the context of the historical development of Europe" is included in the list of normative disciplines aimed at the formation of general competencies of a specialist.

Distance learning platform: 
For better mastering of the material of the discipline during the period of remote work, e-mail, the Sikorsky distance learning platform based on the Google  Classroom system and the  platform for conducting online meetings Google Meet and ZOOM are used, with the help of which: 
· the placement of guidelines, educational materials, literature, etc. is simplified; 
· feedback is provided with students regarding educational tasks and the content of the discipline; 
· completed tasks are checked and evaluated; 
· records of students' implementation of the plan of academic discipline, compliance with the schedule 
presentation of educational/individual tasks and their evaluation. 
 
6. Independent work of the student 
Independent work involves: preparation for lectures and seminars; preparation for participation in the discussion of issues of the topic; self-control of acquired knowledge; processing of sources from the list of references (basic / additional); creation of presentations (on request) for visual support of the report; preparation for the implementation of modular test work (MKR); to express controls at lectures; credit, etc.  
6.1. Topics for self-study are not planned. 
6.2. Preparation for lectures and seminars. To prepare for lectures and seminars, the student  needs to work out the planned basic and auxiliary literature and prepare material for its discussion in the classroom. The student is allocated about 1 hour for each topic. 
6.3. Modular control work. Up to 2 hours of CP are given to prepare for the MKR (for each of the three parts up to 0.6 hours of CP). A list of questions to prepare for the ICR is provided in Annex B.  
6.4. Standings.  The test is carried out at the last seminar lesson, after students write a modular test paper based on the results of the scored rating points for the semester or, by decision of the teacher, writes a test paper.  Up to  6 hours of CP  are allotted to prepare for the zalka. The list of  questions to  prepare for the test  is provided in Dtax A. During  the  period of distance learning, the  test can be carried out according to the schedule of classes  using Google Classroom and   platforms for online meetings Google Meet and ZOOM. 
 
Politics and control 
7. Policy of the discipline (educational component) 
Students are encouraged to follow the rules of attending classes and their behavior. 
 
7.1.Rules for attending classes  
Lecture. It is important to attend lectures  where systematized educational material is covered, presentations are demonstrated, attention is focused on the main issues of certain topics. Without listening to the lecture material, it will be difficult for the student to prepare for the seminar lesson, perform the MKR and other tasks. There is no need to work out missed lectures. 
Seminar classes. Students are encouraged to attend seminars, because the final rating score largely depends on the results of work in seminar classes.  Active participation of the student in seminar classes is mandatory: the student's rating will be largely formed based on the results of his work in seminar classes. Absence from seminar classes or unpreparedness for them lead to a decrease in the final scores in the discipline.
 
7.2.Rules for completing tasks
Working on the educational material of the discipline "Ukraine in the context of the historical development of Europe", students: 
1) at lectures: 
· perform periodic  express control of residual   knowledge from sections of the  discipline, which may include the implementation  of either three creative tasks  on debatable issues or express test  tasks  (within 5–10 min.  using  tests on the Sikorsky platform);
· perform modular control work using the Sikorsky platform; - participate in discussions.  
2) in seminar classes:
· prepare reports on their own plan based on the study of sources and literature with the obligatory reference to them. It  is advisable to accompany the reports with  your own prepared presentations. 
· participate in discussions on problematic issues of the course, make their own analysis and generalization of scientific information; 
· substantiate the formulated conclusions and their own position.
Tasks and materials for express controls / creative tasks are formed by the teacher on the basis of educational material and submitted to Google Classroom or in another form. 
 
7.3.Rules of conduct in the classroom. 
While working on the material of the discipline "Ukraine in the context of the historical development of Europe", students at lectures listen carefully to the lecturer and, if necessary, record important information, periodically perform express control in writing (within 5-10 minutes) and modular tests (ICR) using the Sikorsky platform. The teacher will talk about the patterns of formation and development of Ukraine in the European space, reveals the socio-economic, political and cultural manifestations of the European tradition. Dialogue between students and the teacher is allowed. 
At seminars, students make oral reports, demonstrate presentations, express their own opinions on issues of the topic, participate in discussions. When searching for information on the Internet, it is recommended to use reliable and reliable sources. The student's work involves participation in interactive forms of organizing a training session (providing answers to questions asked by the teacher or students). It is expected that each student should be prepared on all issues of the seminar plan, supplement the reports of other students and express their own opinions during thematic discussions. Students are allowed to use their own written notes and notes. It is allowed to use laptops, tablets, phones for the implementation of educational purposes. In this case, you should try to express an opinion yourself, and not read other people's texts. The teacher critically analyzes the reports made, comments on the mistakes made, moderates discussions between students. 
The topics of lectures and seminars are covered in the working program of the discipline (syllabus), which is located on the Electronic Campus, on the website of the Department of History, the platform "Sikorsky" (Moodle, Google Classroom). 
 
7.4.Incentive and penalty points  
Incentive points
Students are encouraged to research work and publish its results, in particular to participate in the International Scientific and Practical Conference "History, Culture, Memory in the Scientific Dimension: State, Prospects", which is annually organized by the Department of History of KPI. Igor Sikorsky. Abstracts delivered at the conference on the subject of the discipline are estimated at a maximum of + 10 points. Students, together with the teacher, are determined with the topic of theses, available sources and literature. Also, under the guidance of a teacher, students get acquainted with the design requirements and submit abstracts to the conference.  
Students' participation in the annual Olympiad on the "History of Ukraine" is encouraged (subject to more than 80% of correct answers + 8 points). Performing a creative task (for example, writing an essay on the film recommended by the teacher) (maximum + 8 points).  Other tasks and scientific projects. 
 
Penalty points
· Untimely implementation of the MKR (in an unplanned lesson) – 5 points. 
· Violation of the integrity policy (use of material without appropriate references, 
thanking someone else's work as your own) – 8 points. 
 
7.5.Policy of deadlines and reshuffles. 
The missed lecture material is worked out through enhanced preparation for seminars. Missed seminars can be worked out at consultations by answering questions from missed seminars. 8. Types of control and rating system for evaluating learning outcomes (RSO) 
 
Current control: is carried out during training sessions and aims to check the level of preparation of students for training sessions. During the seminars, a survey of students on issues of the topic is conducted. Modular test work is carried out three times a semester as a control of residual knowledge in three sections of the discipline. Express control in writing is carried out during lectures three times a semester. 
Calendar control: is carried out twice a semester as a monitoring of the current state of compliance with the requirements of the syllabus. There are two possible results of calendar control: certified (a) and unattested (n/a). The result depends on the number of points scored at the time of calendar control in accordance with the requirements of KPI. Igor Sikorsky. 
Semester control: credit 
 
 
Evaluation and control measures 
The student's rating in the discipline consists of points received for: 
1) control of residual knowledge from two sections of the discipline and includes the implementation of three creative tasks on discussion issues or express test tasks (within 5-10 minutes using tests on the Sikorsky platform);  
2) work in 8 seminar classes;
3) modular test work Student's work: 
- in eight seminars determines 45% of his rating in the discipline; - control of residual knowledge from sections determines 18% of its rating in the discipline; - modular test paper determines 37% of its rating in the discipline. 
In order to get the highest rating, the student needs to take an active part in seminar classes, deliver properly prepared and reasoned oral reports on seminar issues, actively complement the answers of other students, clearly and logically express their own position on debatable issues, timely perform ICR and express control. The student is given a one-time opportunity to perform MKR and express control.  
A decrease in the student's rating is caused by: non-compliance with the MKR and express controls; improper preparation for seminars; inaccuracies, incompleteness, errors in answers or bases on unreliable historical sources. 
The teacher evaluates the student's work at each seminar lesson and gives points for work in seminar classes and the results of the MKR and express controls to the module "Current Control"  of the Electronic Campus.  The results of the first and second calendar control depend on the current student rating and are recorded in  the "Calendar Control"  module of  the Electronic Campus at the eighth and sixteenth weeks of  study,  respectively (see.  Appendix C). 
The student can appeal the teacher's assessment by filing a corresponding complaint with the teacher no later than the next day after the student has familiarized himself with the grade. The complaint will be considered according to the procedures established by the university. 
 
Conditions for admission to semester control: the presence of at least 40 points and the implementation of the MKR is not less than "enough".

9. Additional information on the discipline (educational component)

If  the student has documents  confirming his participation in olympiads and scientific conferences (city, long-distance, All-Ukrainian,  etc.) on the topic of a seminar or   section  academic disciplines can be credited on the  relevant topics and the  corresponding scores of the RSO. 
 
Recommendations for students 
During the lecture, the student should carefully listen to the lecture material and take notes of the basic concepts, terms, dates, facts, conclusions. This material will be useful in preparation for a seminar lesson, ICR, express controls. 
During the preparation for the seminar, the student should work out lecture material on the topic of the seminar, get acquainted with the recommended literature, and, if necessary, find additional information in the library and / or on the Internet. It is necessary not only to prepare for the seminar, but also to take an active part in its holding. That is, to report, supplement, join the discussions. During the seminar, the student needs to be an active participant, not a passive observer. It is advisable to deliver reports and messages yourself, without re-reading other people's texts. Systematic and painstaking preparation for seminars will allow not only to master the educational material at the proper level, but also facilitate the passage of semester control. 
In case of difficulties with understanding certain historical events, you should contact the teacher, who will help to understand the vicissitudes of history. 
Students can be credited with the topic of the course if they have registered certificates of passing distance or online courses on the relevant subject of the discipline or receiving prizes at history olympiads on this topic.

Students who scored 60 or more points during the semester (RD ≥ 0.6 R) receive credit with the so-called "automatic" in accordance with the scored rating.  
Students who have not completed the MKR (less than "enough") and received less than 40 starting points are not allowed to take the standings
Students who have fulfilled the conditions of admission to the test, but scored less than 60 points during the semester (RD < 0.6 R) perform a test paper.  
 
 
 
The test work is estimated at 100 points and consists of two questions. (the maximum number of  points  witha 1 question is 50 points)
