The program of the discipline
1. Description of the discipline, its purpose, subject of study and learning outcomes
The discipline "Practical course of a foreign language" belongs to the cycle of social and humanitarian training and consists of two courses: "Practical course of a foreign language. Part I" and "Practical course of a foreign language. Part II" . The subject of the discipline "Practical course of a foreign language" is defined as a set of language and speech knowledge, skills and abilities necessary for the formation of foreign-language communicative competence in social, everyday and professional spheres.
First-year students study the discipline "Practical course of a foreign language", the purpose of which is to acquire knowledge, improve skills and develop skills to effectively and adaptively use a foreign language in various situations of social, educational and academic communication in accordance with the needs of intercultural communication. 
General competencies:
ZK8. Ability to communicate in a foreign language.
ZK15. The ability to preserve and increase moral, cultural, scientific values and achievements of society based on an understanding of the history and patterns of development of the subject area, its place in the general system of knowledge about nature and society and in the development of society, technology and technology, to use various types and forms of physical activity for active recreation and maintaining a healthy lifestyle.

In order to increase the level of foreign language competence during the mastery of the discipline, there is a promising transition to the B1+ level, the descriptors of which provide for an advanced level of language skills and abilities, namely:

- reading: understand the basic content of formal written communication and transmit this information to others; receive information from the authentic text of a large volume or several texts in order to find the necessary information or to determine the subject of publication; understand the general content of the written message using metatext units; be able to use context in order to establish the meaning of a part of the text or individual lexical units;
- writing: write consistent coherent texts on a number of familiar topics within your range of interests, summarizing and evaluating information and arguments from a certain number of sources; write a message or essay with a developed argument, giving evidence "for" and "against" a certain point of view and explaining the advantages and disadvantages of various options; summarize information and arguments from a certain number of sources.

Educational content
5. Methods of mastering the discipline (educational component)
The general methodical approach to teaching the discipline "Practical course of a foreign language" is  defined as communicative and cognitive, focused on the activity, in the center of which is the student - the subject of study. The method of teaching a foreign language combines the fundamental provisions of the communicative methodology aimed at the formation of foreign-language communicative competence, in which communication is both the ultimate goal of learning a language and a means of achieving it.    Work in practical classes is aimed at acquiring knowledge, developing and improving skills and abilities to communicate in a foreign language environment, effective study of foreign-language sources of information, selection of necessary information, development of skills and abilities of critical analysis, development of skills and abilities of foreign-language written communication. The topics of practical classes correspond to the set educational goals of preparing students in a foreign language and are considered in detail in the program of the discipline  "Foreign language".
6. Independent work of the student
Independent work of the applicant is the main means of mastering educational material in his spare time from training and includes: working out additional material, preparing for practical classes, performing individual tasks, etc. Individual tasks are one of the forms of organization of independent learning, which aims to deepen, summarize and consolidate the knowledge and skills that students receive in the process of formal education. Among the typical individual tasks: performing tasks on the Sikorsky platform, competitive creative works, interactive posters and presentations, virtual trips, writing essays, performing individual exercises of various levels of complexity, etc.
Politics and control
7. Policy of the discipline (educational component)
The discipline "Practical course of a foreign language" is practical, so successful completion of the course involves attending practical classes on topics and performing their corresponding tasks, individual and group works. All practical classes and activities are aimed at fulfilling the student's rating requirements.
Part of the student's rating is formed subject to active participation in practical classes. The overall assessment is carried out according to the scheme of an agreed rating system of evaluation. Expected learning outcomes, control measures and deadlines are announced to students in the first lesson. Incentive points (for participation in two events, a maximum of 10% (10 points) of the maximum number of possible points) are provided for participation in international educational / scientific projects, creative competitions, scientific and practical conferences, olympiads.

8. Types of control and rating system for evaluating learning outcomes (RSO)
At the first lesson, students get acquainted with the rating system of assessment (RSO) of the discipline, which is built on the basis of the Regulations on the system of evaluation of learning outcomes https://osvita.kpi.ua/sites/default/files/downloads/Pologennia_RSO_2022.pdf
In particular, the rating ofa student in the discipline consists of points that can be obtained  for answers in practical classes on the thrust of two semesters and for completing the ICR in the first semester and the final test in the second semester.  At the first lesson of the first and second semesters, incoming and current testing is carried out, the grades for which are not included in the rating of students. 
As a result, the maximum average weight score is:
