The program of the discipline
Description of the discipline, its purpose, subject of study and learning outcomes
In the conditions of transformation of the system of social relations, reforming the state, the need to form analytical and creative thinking of a specialist who is able to explore, reveal and explain the meanings of the phenomena of the world, his profession, social life in general, thinking capable of understanding and determining the ideological and value orientations of modern civilization is actualized.   
The discipline "Introduction to Philosophy" introduces students to the history of the emergence and development of philosophical thought, the main philosophical problems that will help determine the meaning and value of human life, their own place in the modern information society, navigate social and political processes, form an idea of the scientific picture of the world, understand the mechanisms of formation and development of human consciousness, acquire and develop communication skills.
Today's challenges require a new initiative, creative person, and philosophy forms the ability to think critically, creatively solve complex problems, lays the ability to defend one's own opinion, independently make informed and balanced decisions, and be a self-sufficient, holistic person.
The purpose of studying the discipline is to form the ability to solve complex specialized problems and practical problems in various spheres of social activity, including professional practical activity, which are characterized by complexity and uncertainty of conditions, which involves the use of general philosophical methodology, the development of critical thinking and the formation of a scientific worldview as a theoretical (systematized) attitude of the subject to the present from the standpoint of the proper (necessary).

After studying the discipline, applicants for higher education will acquire the following competencies: 
· Ability to abstract thinking, analysis and synthesis
· Ability to apply knowledge in practical situations
· Ability to learn and master modern knowledge Ability to generate new ideas (creativity)

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Politics and control
Policy of the discipline (educational component)
Attending classes
Attendance of lectures, seminars, as well as the absence of them, is not evaluated. However, students are encouraged to attend classes because they teach theoretical material and develop the skills necessary to obtain certain positive results from studying the discipline. 
A significant part of the student's rating is formed through active participation in events in seminar classes. The grading system is focused on obtaining points for student activity, as well as performing tasks that can develop practical skills and abilities. Therefore, skipping a seminar lesson does not make it possible for a student to get points in the semester rating.

Missed control measures
If control measures are missed for good reasons (illness or significant life circumstances), the student is given the opportunity to complete the control task within the next week. In case of violation of the deadlines and non-fulfillment of the task for disrespectful reasons, the student is not allowed to take the test in the main session.
Repeated writing of the test is not allowed.

Types of control and rating system for evaluating learning outcomes (RSO)
Semester control in the discipline "Introduction to Philosophy" is provided in the form of a test, so the RSO includes the assessment of current control measures in the discipline during the semester.
The main types of training sessions are a lecture and a seminar lesson. The rating assessment of the applicant consists of points received by the applicant based on the results of current control measures, incentive and penalty points. 
According to the "Regulations on the system of evaluation of learning outcomes in the KPI them. Igor Sikorsky" is forbidden to assess the presence or absence of the applicant in the classroom, including charging incentive or penalty points for this. 
Current control is carried out during the semester in the learning process to check the level of theoretical and practical training of applicants at each stage of studying the educational component "Introduction to Philosophy".

If the applicant has not completed or did not appear on the ICR, his result is estimated at 0 points.
The results of the current control are regularly recorded by the teacher in the module "Current Control" of the AS Electronic Campus.
Rating points system and evaluation criteria
1. Work in seminar classes:
  Weight score – 8. The maximum number of points in all seminars is 8 points × 9 types of work = 72 points.
The types of work include: answers at seminars, participation in the discussion of questions of seminars;  elaboration of primary sources.
· Answers to seminar classes. Weight score – 8. The number of answers is 3. (The maximum number of points is 24).
· Participation in the discussion of seminars.  The weight score is 8. The number of answers is 3. (The maximum number of points is 24).
· Elaboration of primary sources. Weight score – 8. Number of answers (essay) - 3. (The maximum number of points is 24).
The four levels of evaluation are: 
"excellent" – a complete answer (at least 95% of the necessary information) – the student demonstrates complete and strong knowledge of the educational material in a given volume, correctly and reasonably makes the necessary decisions in various communicative situations - 8 points; 
"good" – a sufficiently complete answer (at least 75% of the necessary information) or a complete answer with insignificant shortcomings that the student admits – 7-6 points;
"satisfactory" – incomplete answer (at least 60% of the necessary information), the student has mastered the main theoretical material, but admits inaccuracies  -5 - 4 points;
"unsatisfactory"— the answer does not meet the requirements for "satisfactory" - 3-0  points.
2. Performing a modular test: 
Weight score - 14. Total points 28 (there can be two parts of the MKR)
Modular control (the maximum number of points for one part of the MKR is 14):
14 points – "excellent" – a complete, clear, stated in a certain logical sequence answer to the questions posed, which indicates a deep understanding of the essence of the question, familiarization of the student not only with the material of lectures, but also with the textbook and additional literature; expressing by the student his own position on debatable problems, if any;  The student demonstrates a complete and strong knowledge of the educational material. 
12-13 points–"good",not quite complete or not clear enough answer to all the questions posed, which indicates a correct understanding of the essence of the question, familiarization of the student with the material of lectures and textbook, minor inaccuracies in the answers.
10-11 points – "satisfactory", lack of answer to certain questions, or incorrect answer to them, which indicates a superficial acquaintance of the student with the educational material or significant errors in the answers.
0-9 points– "unsatisfactory", that is, non-assimilation of individual topics.
The answer to the test task with answer options is estimated in the same percentage ratio. 
According to the results of measures of current control of applicants, calendar control is carried out, the procedure for which is defined in the "Regulations on current, calendar and semester control of learning outcomes at KPI them. Igor Sikorsky".
Calendar control is implemented by determining the level of compliance of the current achievements (rating) of the applicant with the criteria established and defined in the RSO. The condition for obtaining a positive assessment of calendar control in the discipline (educational component) is the value of the current rating of the muffin of thevach not less than 50% of the maximum possible at the time of such control. The unsatisfactory result of two calendar controls on the educational component cannot be the basis for preventing the applicant from entering the semester control on this educational component, if the applicant has fulfilled all the admission conditions before the start of the semester control,  which are provided by the RSO. 
Intermediate certification of students is a calendar boundary control, the purpose of which is to improve the quality of education and monitor the implementation of the schedule of the educational process by applicants.

The results of calendar control are recorded by the teacher in the module "Calendar control" of the Electronic Campus.
Incentive points are provided for the performance of creative works on the discipline (for example, participation in faculty, institute olympiads in philosophy, participation in competitions of works, preparation of presentations on the topics of the discipline "Introduction to Philosophy", reviews of proposed scientific works, etc.). 
Penalty points are provided for refusing to answer control questions on the topic of the seminar and non-fulfillment of the control tasks offered at the seminar lesson (express survey, tests). Incentive and penalty points are not included in the main PCO scale, and their amount cannot exceed 10% of the rating scale.
Semester control: CREDIT
Semester control is carried out in accordance with the curriculum in the form of a test within the time limits established by the schedule of the educational process. The form of semester control is combined (oral + written testing). The list of topics and questions that are submitted for semester control, the evaluation criteria are determined by the syllabus.
The applicant receives a positive credit score based on the results of work in the semester, if he has a final rating for the semester of at least 60 points and has fulfilled the conditions for admission to semester control.
Conditions of admission to the test: rating ≥36 b. 
The conditions of admission of → not met.
< 60 points → credit card + interview.
≥ 60 points = score (excellent, very good, good, satisfactory, enough, unsatisfactory). The score can be increased at will due to the execution of the credit number + interview.
The test is carried out during the last two weeks of theoretical study in the semester, as a rule, at the last scheduled lesson in the discipline "Introduction to Philosophy". The results of control measures are available for review by authorized users in their personal accounts of the automated information system "Electronic Campus".
The principle of determining the final assessment. The rating assessment is communicated to applicants in the penultimate lesson in the discipline in the semester. Applicants who have fulfilled all the conditions of admission to the test and have a rating score of 60 or more points, receive a score corresponding to the scored rating without additional tests.
If the score received for the test paper is less than the rating, the previous rating of the applicant, by the decision of the department, is canceled and he receives an assessment taking into account the results of the test paper.
With applicants who have fulfilled all the conditions for admission to the test and have a rating score of less than 60 points, as well as with those applicants who wish to increase their rating rating, at the last scheduled lesson in the discipline in the semester, the teacher conducts semester control in the form of a test (written) + interview.
The maximum amount of points is 100.
Cuma points are transferred to the grading system according to the table.
